Dear Internship applicant:

I am delighted that you are interested in applying to our APA-accredited Psychology Internship Training Program for the 2009-2010 training year.  Our application process and application requirements are described below.
Our application and selection process has been designed to be in accord with the policies and procedures developed by the Association of Psychology Postdoctoral and Internship Centers (APPIC), including participation in the Match.  It is our intention to be in full compliance with both the letter and the spirit of the APPIC policy.  This internship fully abides by the APPIC policy that no person at this training facility will solicit, accept, or use any ranking-related information from any intern applicant. 

If you apply for this internship, you are expected to submit via email the APPIC universal application form (AAPI) and an additional required form specific to our site (see below).  Application materials and a copy of the brochure may be obtained sometime after September 1 of each year on the VA Palo Alto Psychology Training website at http://www.palo-alto.med.va.gov/MentalHealth/PsychologyTraining.asp.  Completed internship applications are due in November each year; this year the due date will be Monday, November 3, 2008.  All application materials must be emailed and received by us on or before this date.  Incomplete applications will not be read by the Selection Committee.

All application elements from you (#1-5) should be sent electronically in one email with “Internship Application from [applicant name]” in the subject line.  Applicants with last names starting with A-M should send items #1-5 to Dana.Iller@va.gov;  applicants with last names starting with N-Z should send items #1-5 to Benita.Givens@va.gov.   Note that any text from your transmittal email will not be saved as part of your application.  Elements from your graduate program Director of Clinical Training and/or recommendation letter writers (#6, 7) should be emailed to Dana.Iller@va.gov from their institutional (e.g., university or agency) email address with “Internship Application Materials for [applicant name]” in the subject line.  We encourage all files to be sent as Microsoft Word (version 2003 or earlier) or Adobe Acrobat files.  Only the transcript (#5) may be mailed in hard copy form, but we prefer an electronic copy emailed from you, if possible, or from your university Registrar’s office.
Please note that, due to the high volume of emails sent during the application season, you will not receive a confirmation email that your emails and application materials have been received.  If you would like a delivery receipt confirmation, you can set your email program to send this to you (for example, in Outlook, choose View while in your outgoing message, then Options, and select “Request a delivery receipt for this message”).  Do NOT send duplicate emails with your application materials.  Please wait until Monday, November 24, 2008, to either call or email Dana Iller regarding the receipt of your application materials.  We will notify you by December 15th of your interview status.

S/he should email an electronic copy from her/his university email address, and this will be considered an official “signed” copy.  We encourage DCTs to send documents as Microsoft Word or Adobe Acrobat files.  “Internship Application” and your name must be in the email subject line.

	Three letters of recommendation from faculty members or practicum supervisors who know your clinical as well as your research work well.  Letter writers should email an electronic copy from her/his university or agency email address, and this will be considered an official “signed” copy.   We encourage letter writers to send documents as Microsoft Word or Adobe Acrobat files.  “Internship Application” and your name must be in the email subject line.
